Grant Review: EMS county funds of $97,794.00 has been disbursed. The $52.65 is interest. After discussion, motion to leave the account open and deposit the next check into this account to save having to open a new account when the next disbursement of funds is received from the State by Alicia Whitt, second by Randy King; all in favor, none opposed.

Marlee has put both the EMS County contract paperwork and the Tobacco distribution paperwork into notebooks. She has scanned these documents to a CD and sent same to DSHS. The notebooks are available for review should any of the members wish to look at them. 

A distribution of $47,428.80 was disbursed to 33 providers for the Tobacco distribution. There will be another $28,093.60 available for distribution to providers. There was a discussion regarding how to disburse these remaining funds. It had previously been decided that any remaining funds would be distributed to the providers in good standing who send in receipts and cancelled checks for the amount to be determined. Marlee thinks there will be approximately $800.00 per provider available. Motion by Deloris Londerholm, second by Josie Fillingim, that receipts and cancelled checks in the amount of $800.00 be turned in to Marlee Puckett by July 1, 2010 for this disbursement; all in favor, none opposed.
Bylaw Review: No concerns regarding the current bylaws.

Committee Review: Stroke/STEMI – The Stroke Plan has been submitted to the State and is posted on the website. DSHS has asked the committee to expand the STEMI plan. Becky Harmon has spoken with a member of the Lubbock RAC and they are going to share their plan with her.
Also, it is not necessary for committees to meet only on set meeting dates. Committee meetings may be held anytime; and can be by email or conference call.

Nominating Committee : Josie Fillingim, David Allman, and Becky Harmon volunteered to be on the nominating committee. The five positions which come up for election in July are: H. T. Fillingim, Chair, Sheila Kuehler, hospital representative, Bobbie Collom, Secretary, Alicia Whitt, hospital representative, and Josie Fillingim, EMS representative.

Open Forum: Randy King asked if another alternate representative could attend the meeting this afternoon due to the press of business at his hospital. Motion made by Alicia Whitt, second by Josie Fillingim to allow Randy King to substitute Charlotte Norman in place of Kena Whitfield at this afternoon’s meeting; all in favor, none opposed.

The next GETAC meeting will be on May 19th, so the May meeting of the Executive Committee will meet via conference call at 9:00 a.m. on that date. Marlee will post the call in numbers on the website.

Marlee will add an employment opportunity tab to the website.
The audit should be completed within the month. The charge will be $50/hr and he anticipates it will take a couple of hours.

H. T. discussed some legislative issues which may affect funding for trauma care systems and EMS agencies in the State. EMS does not have an effective lobbying entity as does law enforcement and fire departments. CLEAT (Combined Law Enforcement Agencies of Texas) does have supporters and lobbies for EMS as well as other public safety agencies.

Also, H.T. was contacted by DSHS personnel asking whether or not RAC-D is going to consider getting the HPG monies back to RAC-D. After general discussion, it was the consensus of the group that we leave everything as is.

Karla Green, RN, new ER director at Abilene Regional Medical Center, was introduced by Becky Harmon.

NAEMSE instructor course will be held at TSTC-Sweetwater, TX on June 25-27. Gary Griffith will bring some information for the course to this afternoon’s meeting.

Meeting adjourned at 10551 and will resume at 1300 for committee meetings followed by general assembly meeting.
