This joint meeting of all committees was called to order by H. T. Fillingim, Chair, at 1310. He then introduced Randy King, Chair of the Injury Prevention committee, and turned the meeting over to him.
Randy presented to the group a proposal from the Executive Committee for division of the Injury Prevention and Education monies. We have approximately $77,000 with the funds combined and after deducting approximately $24,000 for Safety City car seats, the remaining funds will be divided among the eligible entities. It is estimated this will be $1200 (+)(-) for each entity eligible for funds. In the past we have had to send monies back to the State because there were entities that did not use their monies and at the last minute members of the Executive Committee had to go make purchases to spend these funds. We do not want to do that this year.
The question was asked if the RAC could use this money to help with the new facility Safety City is building, and Randy explained that the RAC cannot contribute to the building in any way. The only thing we can do is provide equipment used in injury prevention such as car seats, bicycle helmets, smoke detectors, etc.

We want to do something that will impact the communities served by the RAC, and it is felt this can best be accomplished through providing funds to the providers/hospitals.

Glynis Gotcher asked if anyone in the RAC could get the car seats. Randy answered that only entities with certified car seat installers can receive car seats. There is a shortage of car seat installers in the area and that is why we give the car seats to Safety City. They do have the installers and serve all of the surrounding areas.
Deloris Londerholm moved that the proposal as set forth by the Executive Committee to purchase $24,000 (approx.) of car seats for Safety City, and divide the remaining funds of $53,000 (approx) among the eligible entities (approx. $1200 per entity); Linda Rutherford seconded the motion; all in favor, none opposed.

Randy King also talked about the increased incidence of suicides in the area, especially among young adults. He has found several links that he proposes be linked to the RAC website. It is important that we as RAC members get this information out to our communities.

Marlee says the funds are available now, so if you will send your receipts and copies of cancelled checks to her (for the funding period of May 1, 08 through August 31, 09), she will mail you a check.

Motion by Ronnie Brown that there be a deadline of June 30, 2009 for receipts/copies of cancelled checks to be turned in to Marlee Puckett; second by Alicia Whitt; all in favor, none opposed. 

There being no further business, the committee meeting was adjourned.
