Complication Definition 

· Nonpreventable – an event or complication that is a sequela of a procedure, a disease, an illness, or an injury for which reasonable and appropriate preventable steps had been taken. 

· Potentially preventable – an event or complication that is a sequela of a procedure, a disease, an illness, or an injury that has the potential to be prevented or substantially ameliorated.

· Preventable – an event or complication that is an expected or unexpected sequela of a procedure, a disease, an illness, or an injury that is likely to have been prevented or substantially ameliorated, had appropriate steps been taken.
