A quorum is present. Meeting called to order by H.T. Fillingim at 1007.
Minutes of 6/21/10 conference call meeting approved as posted on motion Deloris Londerholm, second by Josie Fillingim,  all in favor, none opposed.

Financial Review – The increased balance in dues account is due to Marlee being able to reimburse that account for administration expenses which were able to be paid out of the other accounts.

There were no questions on the financial review. Motion to approve by David Allman, second by Gary Valeriano; all in favor, none opposed.

Grant Review – The EMS County FY10 paperwork has been submitted to DSHS. Marlee is scanning everything to a disc and sending the CD to Austin. She has gotten positive feedback on this procedure.

Tobacco FY10 – There is a balance of $5,541.05 remaining for Education/Injury Prevention and a decision needs to be made regarding expenditure of these funds. There is also a balance of $6,162.08 for administration, but Marlee does not see any problem with that.

Tobacco FY11 – The contract has been signed and returned for $102,407.00 to be disbursed as follows:


$81,925.00 injury prevention/education (less $5500 if the membership votes to pay their dues out of these funds). There is a check box on the membership application for members to indicate if they want dues paid out of their portion of the distribution.

Marlee asks that everyone complete the 2011 needs assessment, update the membership application (these are both posted on the website). To receive funding you must be a member in good standing, send in receipts and cancelled checks for these monies.

There was a general discussion regarding how to spend some of the above funds. Marlee said she had talked with Jennifer Stuckey at Safety City regarding their needs for car seats and bicycle helmets. She also expressed to Marlee they could use some life jackets as they will be having water safety courses. Also, Safety City is building a new education center.  

Randy King proposed that we recommend to the general assembly spending the remaining $5500 on Project Rescue Me as previously discussed. There will need to be an 800 number associated with the ID tags, etc, and Marlee will check into the cost. Josie Fillingim suggested this committee make this recommendation to the general assembly today and see how the membership feels on this issue.

Anne Verstreate interjected that falls are the #1 cause of injury in all RACs throughout the State, and she would like to see BCRAC do something in this regard, such as a fall prevention program. She said Texas A&M has a program and gave us contact information.

ByLaw Review – None at this time.

Committee Review – The Education/Injury Prevention has been discussed.

PI  Committee – Deloris Londerholm and her committee have been working on the Performance Improvement Reports for RAC-D. She brought an example of the PI reporting form as well as the overview of the PI and the function of the committee. She thanked David for doing such a good job in reworking the forms.

Elections – There have been no nominations received for the positions which need to be filled.

Open Forum – ENPC class at Hendrick Medical Center August 25-26 Cost $205/ea
Deloris says there are 14 slots open. LVNs and Paramedics can audit the course but do not get a certificate.

Marlee says the audit of 2009 books is completed and everything was okay. The cost was only $295.00. This was done by Tax Plus in Abilene.

Josie asked if we could have a link on the website titled “What Are We Doing” to show our community involvement.

H. T. talked about the proposed budget reductions and read a letter describing the cuts being discussed which will dramatically affect emergency services/hospitals. He asked that everyone contact their State representatives and ask your County Judge to write a letter opposing these budget cuts.

Gary Griffith tells us the new North Group manager for DSHS is Hymie Vallejo.

Meeting adjourned at 1120 and will resume at 1300 for committee meetings followed by general assembly meeting.
