Grant Review – The EMS County final report was sent to DSHS in May.

The EMS RAC final report was sent in August, 2010; and the first quarter report was sent in September, 2010.

The EMS Tobacco final report for 2010 was sent in September, 2010. 

The Rescue Me Project postcards and tags have been received, Marlee gave an explanation of how the tags should be used. This project is ready to implement and everyone is encouraged to put a program in place to distribute these in their communities. It is also suggested that first responders, volunteer fire departments and law enforcement be inserviced on how these tags are to be used.
There were no questions on the financial review and grant reviews. Motion to approve by Grant Madden, second by Marta Pagura; all in favor, none opposed.

Bylaw Review – The change to Article 4 Section 4.2.4(K): “Submit completed performance reports quarterly on or before the due date set for said reporting by the PI Committee” will be submitted to the general assembly this afternoon for final approval.
Committee Review –PI Committee – Deloris Londerholm advised us she did not receive very many of the Performance Improvement Reports for this past quarter. There are also some questions regarding the wording on the EMS form. She will bring it up with the PI committee this afternoon and they will formulate a word change for this form to be presented to the general assembly for acceptance.
Open Forum- Gary Griffith of DSHS introduced Jaime Vallejo from the Arlington office of DSHS as a guest at our meeting.
Hamby VFD has applied for membership and their application will be presented to the general assembly this afternoon for acceptance.

Marlee has envelopes for everyone reminding them what they need to do to remain in compliance. Those envelopes that are not picked up will be mailed.

Motion to buy a postage machine for the RAC office by Josie Fillingim, second by Marta Pagura; all in favor, none opposed. Marlee will look into the different types and prices for these machines.

Tom Mann from WCTCOG will attend the meeting this afternoon and discuss the new radio interoperability guidelines.

Marlee received requests from David Allman and Sheila Kuehler to be excused from the executive committee meeting today due to personnel shortages and other pressing business issues that were unavoidable. Sheila will attend the general assembly meeting this afternoon or have an alternate attend in her place. Motion by Gary Valeriano, second by Deloris Londerholm to excuse them from the executive committee meeting today; all in favor, none opposed.
Marlee has responded to the letter from an interested party regarding how our RAC utilizes funds for car seats and other projects in this region.

Sweetwater Fire Department had a car seat installation on 9/28/10; and they were assisted by representatives of Safety City. They had a really good turnout and many car seats were installed. Safety City will go to surrounding communities and work with the local providers on these car seat installations. 

Southwest Medevac name will be changed to Native Air; and the rebranding process should be completed by the end of October.

Meeting adjourned at 1120 and will resume at 1300 for committee meetings followed by general assembly meeting.
