Meeting called to order at 1000 by H.T. Fillingim, Chair.

Motion to approve minutes of previous meeting as posted on the website by Deloris Londerholm, second by Josie Fillingim; all in favor, none opposed.

The $98.63 remaining in the Tobacco account is the balance of $100 Marlee transferred from the dues account at the end of the last contract so the account would not be short. Motion from Deloris Londerholm, second by David Allman that this balance remain in the account at this time and that the financial report be approved; all in favor, none opposed.





Grant Review: Marlee has disbursed EMS County funds for current year to Stamford, Citizens, Sweetwater Fire Department, and Comanche County. She is working on Anson. The 2009 contract has been completed and all paperwork sent to Austin.

EMS RAC monies are used primarily for administration and the 2010 report has been sent in along with the Tobacco contract which has been completed. When the first 2011 Tobacco contract monies are received, the dues will be paid out of it first for the members that have requested same. Those members who elected to pay the dues by check rather than having them deducted from their portion of the Tobacco disbursement will receive $100 more than those members having the dues deducted from the Tobacco fund disbursement. As per the minutes of the July, 2010 meeting there will be approximately $1100 per entity to be disbursed, and if you elected to have the dues of $100 deducted from Tobacco funds, your entity will receive $1000.
Rescue Me Project – All 6000 tags and the cards have been received and the system is ready to be utilized. Anyone wishing to use the program, please contact Marlee. There were some questions as to how we were going to be sure the right tag was attached to the right person. Marlee spoke with someone at a RAC who is using the program and our system is set up in basically the same fashion. After some discussion as to how different options might be used, it was decided that we would proceed as is with the program and try to resolve any issues as they arise.
Bylaw review: The proposed bylaw revision will read as follows: Article 4 Section 4.2.4(K) Submit completed performance reports quarterly on or before the due date set for said reporting by the PI Committee.
Committee Review: Deloris said she has had several questions from prehospital providers about the wording “deaths at your facility” in the EMS PI report. After discussion, it was decided the wording should be changed to trauma-related deaths on scene or something to that effect. She will discuss this with her committee at next month’s general assembly meeting.

Open Forum: Marlee has received a letter from Wayne Dennis criticizing the way our RAC elects to distribute car seats or allocate funds for car seats. After discussion among the executive committee members, decision made to send a copy of the letter to Anne Verstreate at DSHS and ask her if there is any need for us to respond in any way to this correspondence. No further action will be taken until we receive a reply from Anne Verstreate.
Marlee is working on our Annual Report and it should be completed prior to the 10/15/10 deadline.

Congratulations are in order for Marta Pagura and her crew at Air-Evac Abilene as they were named the most improved base in the entire Air-Evac organization.

There will be a name change for Southwest MedEvac according to Gary Valeriano to Native Air. He will be visiting providers and updating the call lists, etc.

H. T. says he has been approached by West Central Texas Council of Governments and they would like to present a short program on radio interoperability at our next meeting in October.

David Allman also suggested a possible update to the “look” of our website.

Marlee has posted the new RAC address, phone number and fax number on the website. Hopefully, this will facilitate her receiving mail in a timely manner.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 1050.
